Then, a passin
interference cost Fernly
another 15-yard pen-
alty. After Wooster took
possession,a touch-
down pass by Lopez
lus the PAT by our
icker, #87 Andy Cha-
varria, brought them to
23-7. Later, a high snap
caused them to lose
ﬁards but we recovered
y scoring another
touchdown to put us at
13-23.

Shortly after, it looked
like Wooster could
mount a comeback with
a nice 40-yard pass
from Lopez. After a
couple plays, Wooster
scored again, having
Fernly almost neck and
neck at 20-23.
